WHEREAS, the Town of Calmar honours the everlasting nature of Treaty, and is striving for Truth,

and Reconciliation based on the recognition of rights, respect, and friendship; and,

THEREFORE, |, Mayor Sean Carnahan, do hereby proclaim June 21, 2024 as National
Indigenous Peoples Day in the Town of Calmar.
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
